	UN Sanctions on Rwanda lifted



1.
On 10th July 2008 the United Nations adopted Security Council Resolution 1823 (2008) lifting the arms embargo on Rwanda previously  imposed by UNSCR 918 (1994).

2.
In order to fully implement the lifting of the embargo in the United Kingdom it was necessary to amend the United Nations Embargoes (Liberia, Somalia and the Former Yugoslavia) Order 1993 (S.I.1993/1787 as amended). The amending Order has now been issued, details as follows,

· The United Nations Arms Embargoes(Rwanda)(Amendment) Order 2008, (S.I.2008 No.3128)
The amending Order came into force on 12th December 2008.

Exporters should be aware that although the arms embargo has now been lifted in respect of Rwanda there is still an embargo in force in respect of military goods going to Rwanda where there is a clear risk that such goods will be used in the Democratic Republic of Congo.
