	EU Sanctions on Republic of Guinea 


EU imposes restrictive measures against the Republic of Guinea

1. The European Union adopted Council Common Position 2009/788/CFSP (“the Common Position”) on 27th October 2009, imposing restrictive measures against the Republic of Guinea.

2. The Common Position includes a prohibition on the sale, supply, transfer or export of arms and related materiel of all types to the Republic of Guinea from any EU Member State or by EU nationals overseas.

3. Subject to approval being obtained in advance from the competent authorities, the prohibition does not apply to;
- non-lethal military equipment intended solely for humanitarian or protective use, or for institution building programmes of the UN, the EU and the Community, or for EU or UN crisis management operations;
- non-combat vehicles which have been manufactured or fitted with materials to provide ballistic protection, intended solely for protective use of personnel of the EU and its Member States in the Republic of Guinea;

4. Nor will the prohibition apply to protective clothing, including flak jackets and military helmets, temporarily exported to the Republic of Guinea by UN, EU, the Community or its Member States personnel, representatives of the media, and humanitarian and development workers and associated personnel for their own personal use.

5. Even if the export or trade is exempted from the scope of the embargo normal export control requirements will continue to apply.

6. The Common Position also includes a travel ban in respect of named individuals listed in the Annex to the Common Position.

7. In order to give full effect to the arms embargo set out in the Common Position, the Department for Business, Innovation and Skills has amended the Export Control Order 2008 by making Guinea an embargoed destination for trade control purposes by moving Guinea from Schedule 4, Part 4 to Part 2 to enable us to apply extra territorial trade controls on UK nationals. Details as follows,
The Export Control (Amendment) (No.4) Order 2009 (S.I. 2009/2969)
The amendment Order came into force on 11th November 2009.

8. The Military End-use Controls set out in Article 4(2) of Council Regulation (EC) No.428/2009 (“the dual-use Regulation”) will also apply to the Republic of Guinea from the date of adoption of the Common Position.

9. As a result of the EU arms embargo the Republic of Guinea will be removed from the scope of a number of Open General Licences and a further Notice giving details of those licences effected will be issued shortly.
