	Lifting of EU Sanctions on Uzbekistan



EU lifts restrictive measures against Uzbekistan

1.
The  Council of the European Union decided on the 27th October not to renew the restrictive measures (which included an arms embargo) provided for in Common Position 2007/734/CFSP as amended by Common Position 2008/843/CFSP beyond the expiry date of 13th November 2009.
2.
Council Regulation (EU) No.1227/2009 of 15th December 2009 which entered into force on 17th December 2009 subsequently repealed Council Regulation (EC) No.1859/2005. 
3.
UK implementing legislation The Export Control (Uzbekistan) Order 2005 as amended, has therefore been revoked and The Export Control Order 2008 has been amended to move Uzbekistan from Part 2 of Schedule 4 to Part 4, by means of an amending Order. Details as follows,

· The Export Control (Uzbekistan) Order 2010 (S.I.2010/615)
The amending Order comes into force on 29th March 2010. 

4.
As a result of the expiry of the restrictive measures, the Military End-use Controls set out in Article 4(2) of Council Regulation (EC) No.428/2009 (“the dual-use Regulation”) will also no longer apply to Uzbekistan.
