	Renewing European Union (EU) Sanctions on Burma/Myanmar


EU renews restrictive measures against Burma/Myanmar
1.
On 26 April 2010, the Council of the European Union adopted Council Decision 2010/232/CFSP (“the Council Decision”) renewing restrictive measures against Burma/Myanmar.

2.
The European Union subsequently adopted a Council Regulation that clarifies the effect of the restrictive measures on humanitarian aid and other development projects. The Council Regulation specifically allows Member States to authorise the purchase in Burma of certain items such as timber for use in such projects.  It does not affect the prohibition on the import of the items from Burma nor does it affect the current restrictions on exports to Burma.  Details of the Council Regulation are as follows:
· Council Regulation (EU) No. 408/2010 (OJ L118, 12.5.2010, p5)(“the Regulation”)

The Regulation was adopted on 11 May 2010 and entered into force on 13 May 2010.

 In order to give full effect to the changes in the Regulation, the Department for Business, Innovation and Skills has issued an amendment Order.  Details of the Order are as follows:
· The Export Control (Burma) Order 2010 (S.I. 2010/1675)(“the Order”)
The Order came into force on 26th June 2010.
