Import of Certain Equipment and Products Which Could be Used for Capital Punishment, Torture or Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment 

1.
As already announced, Council Regulation (EC) No. 1236/2005 (O.J. L200, 30.7.2005) concerning trade in certain goods which could be used for capital punishment, torture or other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment enters into force on 30 July 2006.  The Open General Import Licence will be amended on the same date to prohibit the import of the equipment listed in paragraph 3 unless an import licence has been specifically issued by the Department of Trade and Industry.  Import licences will only be issued if they meet the circumstances outlined in paragraph 4.

2.The Regulation details measures to regulate trade in specific equipment including a ban on the export and import of equipment that could only be used for torture or capital equipment together with a ban on related technical assistance.  This notice sets out the import ban.

On or after 30 July 2006 the import of the following is prohibited.

The import of goods listed in the table above may be authorised provided the goods will be used for the exclusive purpose of public display in a museum in view of its historic interest.  Museums should apply on form ILB/W to ILB at the above address.  Applications received by ILB will be forwarded to the Museums, Libraries & Archives Council (MLA) for their expert advice.
