Prohibitions not affected by this Licence

4. Nothing in this Licence shall affect any prohibition or restriction on
the exportation or carrying out of any other act with respect of the
exportation of any technology concerned under, or by virtue of, any
enactment other than a prohibition or restriction in the legislation under

which this licence was issued, as set out in the licence itself.

Interpretation
5. For the purpose of this Licence:
(a) “the Act” means the Export Control Act 2002;

(b) "competent authority” means the Secretary of State or any
other competent authority empowered by a Member State to
issue export authorisations for the purposes of Council
Regulation (EC) No. 1334/2000;

(c) a "Customs Free Zone" is a part of the territory of a country
where any goods introduced are generally regarded, insofar
as import duties and taxes are concerned, as being outside
the Customs territory of that country, and are not subject to

the Customs controls that would otherwise apply;

(This Note is not part of the Licence)

1. This licence has been amended by clarifying the requirements
needed to export technology under paragraph 2(6)(b) and 2(7); removing
source code from the interpretation of technology; revising the exclusions
on MANPADS and related equipment in Part C of Schedule 1; and
extending the country coverage in Schedule 2 and 3 to the licence. This

follows a review of the coverage and scope of the licence.

2. This Open General Export Licence permits, subject to certain
conditions, the exportation to any destination other than in any country
specified in Schedule 2 to the Licence of technology specified in Part A of
Schedule 1, excluding technology specified in Part B or Part C thereof,
and the exportation to any destination specified in Schedule 3 of

technology specified in Part B of Schedule 1.

3. Where the technology carry a UK protective marking of
CONFIDENTIAL or above exports cannot be made under the authority of
this licence unless the exporter has approval in writing from the Ministry

of Defence.

They do not affect the need to obtain
other consents that may be

statutory provisions (such as the Official Secrets Act 1989) or otherwise
(such as under contractual obligations). In addition, this Licence does not
extend to prohibitions in other legislation implementing United Nations

sanctions.
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
