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ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT (SAFETY) REGULATIONS 1994

NOTIFICATION OF ENFORCEMENT ACTION
1. Introduction

Article 9 of the Low Voltage Directive (more commonly known as the “safeguard procedure”) provides that the European Commission and all other member States of the European Economic Area (EEA) must be IMMEDIATELY notified of any measures taken against electrical equipment which results in the equipment being withdrawn from the market, prohibited from being placed on the market or which is otherwise restricted in its free movement, because it is unsafe.  Regulation 15(b) requires that Local Authorities MUST immediately notify the Secretary of State of any suspension notice served by it or any application for an order of forfeiture of any goods to which the Regulations apply.  Details of prosecution action, whether successful or otherwise MUST also be notified. 

The primary purpose of the “safeguard procedure” is that it allows the European Commission and member States to be aware and take actions to safeguard consumers in their own territory – it also offers transparency, and is open Governmental so allowing objections, however, this is rare.

The Notification Form 

To simplify the notification procedure BERR and LACORS have agreed that the attached Notification Form WILL be used to notify the BERR and LACORS of any enforcement action taken by Local Authorities. It should be noted that if in doubt an authority should always complete a Notification Form.  

Failure by BERR to follow the above procedures could result in the European Commission commencing proceedings against the UK for failure to fulfil its Community obligations. In such circumstances BERR would call upon the local authority concerned to explain why such information was not provided in accordance with the Regulations.

Guidance on completing the Notification Form  

Many parts of the form are self-explanatory and require the user to simply "x" in the appropriate box, but sections 2, 5 and 6 are most important. Please provide digital colour photographs of the equipment (preferably JPEG format), as it would be helpful to other Member States if the photographs show the product and its packaging.
